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The staging ends. Consensus of opinion is that wheelchair access is not possible 
beyond here. See the following pictures of the path, particularly on page 18  and 

please use your discretion.
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Staging has been laid where there were difficult or dangerous parts of the trail.
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The rock castle is in sight.
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Puffin information.

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5 minutes away from the car park.
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Having left the car park and heading towards Pierowall, this part of the road 
beyond the houses, is a left hand turn that takes you to the West Side, or drive
